Just A Punk was a late scratching at 6.53pm after the club’s Veterinary Surgeon reported that the greyhound was injured and not fit to 
take its place in the event.  Pursuant to LR 25.6 Stewards have stood down Just A Punk down from racing for a period of 10 days at all 
tracks.  Bombtrack Moss, White Ruler and Ruth’s Regret were slow out.  Ruth’s Regret and Della Pearl collided on the first turn.  White 
Ruler marred the running of Dilston Gold in the home straight.  White Ruler was examined by the club’s Veterinary Surgeon and it has 
been reported that the greyhound was injured in the left hind and has been stood down from racing for a period of 10 days.  Stewards 
spoke to Mr S Whitney, trainer of White Ruler in relation to the greyhound’s race manner in the home straight.  Pursuant to GAR 
69(1)(a) Stewards charged White Ruler for marring the running of another greyhound in an event.  Pursuant to GAR 69(2) (a) Stewards 
have stood down White Ruler from racing at the Hobart Greyhound Racing Club for 28 days and until the completion of a satisfactory 
trial all tracks.

GENERAL: 
 
Lucky Gavin completed a Stewards satisfactory trial pursuant to GAR 69(1)(b) after the greyhound failed to pursue the lure with due 
commitment on 30 October 2008 at the Hobart Greyhound Racing Club.  Weighing 31 kilos and beginning from box 3, Lucky Gavin 
completed the 461 metre distance in a time of 27.41.  Lucky Gavin has been cleared to race at all tracks. 
 
Carbon Power completed a Stewards satisfactory trial pursuant to LR(Tas) 31.3 as this greyhound has not competed in an event for more 
than six months.  Weighing 33.3 kilos and beginning from box 1, Carbon Power completed the 340 metre distance in a time of 19.99.
