GENERAL: 
 
Hold On Ute competed a Stewards satisfactory trial as this greyhound was stood down from racing pursuant to GAR 69(5) at the 
Launceston Greyhound Racing Club meeting on 10 August 2009 for failing to pursue the lure but did so by reason of injury.  Weighing 
35 kilos and beginning from box 5, Hold On Ute failed to completed the 515 metre distance and therefore has not been cleared for 
racing. 
 
Painted Matty competed a Stewards satisfactory trial as this greyhound was stood down from racing pursuant to GAR 69(1)(b) at the 
Hobart Greyhound Racing Club meeting on 28 May 2009 as the greyhound had failed to pursue the lure with due commitment .  
Weighing 34.2 kilos and beginning from box 3, Painted Matty completed the 515 metre distance in a time of 30.65.  Painted Matty has 
been cleared for racing at all tracks except Hobart.
